A proverb is a simple, concrete, traditional saying that expresses a truth based on
common sense or experience. Some proverbs exist in more than one language
because people borrow them from languages and cultures similar to theirs. The Bible
and medieval Latin have played a significant role in distributing proverbs.

Same proverbs can be found in many languages, e.g.:
Svaki pocetak je tezak.

Omne initium difficile.

Every beginning is hard.
Aller Anfang ist schwer.
Ogni principio e difficile.

Daleko od ociju, daleko od srca.

Procul ex oculis, procul ex mente.

Out of sight, out of mind.

Aus den Augen, aus dem Sinn.

Lontan dagli occhi, lontan dal cuore.
Makria ap6 ta matia, makria apé tin kardia.

Teacher asks pupils to explain some proverbs

Expressions often used as they are (in Latin):

Ab ovo. — Od jajeta. (preneseno : Od pocetka.)

Ad acta. - Medu spise; U kos

Alea iacta est! - Kocka je bacena. (Gaj Julije Cezar, pri prelasku rijeke Rubikon)
In medias res - U sredinu stvari. (u smislu: Predimo na stvar.)

Lapsus linguae - Govorna greska

Lapsus calami - Greska u pisanju

Lapsu memoriae - Greska pri pamcenju

Memento mori - Sjeti se da ¢es umrijeti.
